
About the Orchestra  

Lake Murray Symphony Orchestra (LMSO) is a    community 
orchestra comprised of volunteer musicians which draws its 
membership from the    Midlands area.  Some members are 
compensated for administrative duties.  It is dedicated to    
performing classical and light classical music, exposing the     
audience to quality live music while providing a    pleasurable 
musical experience for adults, children and families. 

The idea for Lake Murray Symphony Orchestra began in 2001 
when a small group of musicians performed with the          
Lexington County Choral Society.  Several players in that 
group saw the potential for a larger ensemble and founded a 
steering committee. Headed by artistic director Dr. Einar 
Anderson, the committee successfully incorporated the or-
chestra, recruited  additional musicians, obtained non-profit 
status, held a fund raising event, and organized LMSOôs    
premiere concert, which was presented on March 28, 2004.  
The first Board of Directors was elected May 18, 2004 which 
still continues to oversee the operations of the organization.  
LMSO currently performs 6 concerts each season from      
October to July. Lake Murray Symphony Orchestra is an    
exciting adventure.

A few remarks concerning the LMSO    

Concert, Sunday, March 2, 2008  

This concert marks the second collaboration between 
the LMSO and the USC Dance Company. In both 
cases the orchestra has played original musical works. 
The company, which has grown markedly in quality and 
numbers over the past years, has performed original 
choreography by company director Susan Anderson 
(the maestro's wife!) Susan and Einar have worked 
extensively over the years identifying suitable musical 
selections for original ballets, taken largely from the 
classical orchestral repertoire. The two  selections to be 
performed on March 2 were chosen some time ago 
after reviewing various possibilities, and they have 
been added to the repertoire of the USC Dance      
company this season. This occasion will be their first 
performance with a live orchestra. 

Susan states that the Albinoni Adagio in G minor for 
strings and organ "has haunted me for years. It is an 
ethereal   contemporary duet for female and male, who 
sometimes dance in opposition, and finally as one.  The 
work is abstract, with no story line, but always        
emotional. The ballet ends as it begins, suggesting the 
cycle of human relationships.  The cool periwinkle blue 
of the costumes contributes to the refined,  haunting 
effect, created by the taxing slow, sustained lifts in the 
piece. " The "Allegro Vivace,"  choreographed to the 
waltzes from Tchaikovsky's opera "Eugene Onegin," is 
an example of nineteenth century   classical Russian 
ballet style. It is built on the principle of echo and      
response, wherein a group of dancers dressed in white 
is contrasted with another dressed in black, and a    
soloist in silver. This ballet likewise has no plot. Susan   
describes it as "dance for dance's sake." 

The dancers of the company feel fortunate indeed to      
perform with a live symphony orchestra (instead of a      
recording), and the LMSO welcomes the chance to 
work with such an advanced and refined group of  
dancers. Join us on March 2!
